WHEREAS, t h e  Por t  Commlssion of the  Por t  of S e a t t l e  by i ts  Resolu- 

tion No. 2111 pureuant t o  RCW Chapter 53.25 crea ted  an i n d u s t r i a l  develop- 

ment d i s t r i c t  within the Port of S e a t t l e  District (here in  ca l l ed  the 

"Port") known as the  Lower Duwamish I n d u a t r i a l  Development District and 

adopted a Compreheasive Scheme of Barbor Improvements and I n d u s t r i a l  

Developments f o r  said Diutr ic t ;  and 

WHEIUIIAS, s a i d  Besolution No. 2111 has s ince  been amended from 

time t o  time i n  a manner provided by law including by Resolution No, 2681. 

Resolution 2681 r e c i t e d  that the  Por t  was in possession of a l l  of the 

property o r i g i n a l l y  sought t o  be acqufred for the development of Terminal 1 

and Termfnal 118 as part of Unit 20 of the  Lower Duwamish I n d u s t r i a l  

Development District Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements and 

I n d u s t r i a l  Developments and that the Por t  Commission determined as of the  

June 28, 1977 adoption of Resolution No. 2681 that certain areas of 

Terminale 1 and 118 l e g a l l y  described i n  the Resolution would have g rea t e r  

or more bene f i c i a l  use i n  the p r iva t e  sec to r  f o r  waterborne commerce and/or 

induetrial use and would better serve the  i n t e r e s t 8  of t he  Port  D i s t r i c t  

and t h e  people the reo f ;  and 

WHEBLSAS, in direcring, a t  i t s  meeting on June 14, 1977, t h e  s t a t u -  

to ry  publ ic  hearing on Resohition No. 2681, t he  Port  Commission ind ica ted  

as an add i t iona l  con6iderati.on that the  re16 of the  Terminals 1 and 118 

a r e a s  would f r e e  cash €or o ther  harbor and i n d u s t r i a l  fmprovements needed 

by t h e  Por t ;  and 
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WHEREAS, pursuant t o  Resolution No. 2681 the  Por t  Commission 

posted and adver t i sed  f o r  competit ive b ids  f o r  the purchase of the  

Terminals 1 and 118 areas together  with a l l  improvements thereon l e g a l l y  

described on a t tached  E x h i b i t  A here to  subjec t  t o  t h e  use and o ther  restric- 

t ione  imposed by RCW C h a p t e r  53.25; and 

MHEREAS, t h e  Port  Commission a t  i t s  meeting on August 23, 1977 

re jec ted  the only two bids  received f o r  the  purchase of t h e  Terminals 1 and 

118 areas because all b i d  p r i ces  were less than the  prices pa id  by the  Port  

f o r  the areas and considerably below the  present appra i sa l s  then poaseesed 

by t h e  Por t ;  and 

WHEREAS, by Order and Notice of Competitive Bidding i s sued  as of 

September 5, 1978 and t h e r e a f t e r  duly posted and adver t i sed  i n  accordance 

w i t h  lav, the  Por t  made a. second at tempt  to  obta in  a s a t i s f a c t o r y  bid price 

fo r  t h e  Terminal 118 area under the au tho r i ty  and r e s t r i c t i o n s  of Resolu- 

t ion  No. 2681 and RCW Chapter 53.25, but  no bids were received by the  bid 

opening deadl ine of 12:OO noon on September 26, 1978; and 

WHEREAS, as authorized by the Por t  Comission on October 10, 1978 

and following due publ ica t ion  and poating of no t ice  i n  accordance with RCW 

53.20.010 and RCY 53.25.120, a publ ic  hearing has been held by the Por t  

Comaicreion on October 31, 1978 on t h e  ques t ion  as t o  whether the Terminals 

1 and 118 a reas  l e g a l l y  descr ibed i n  Exhibi t  A should be de le ted  from the  

Comprehensive Scheme and sold without l e g a l  r e s t r i c t i o n s  pursuant t o  IRCW 

53.08.090 inasmuch as the  areas could not  be sold s a t i s f a c t o r i l y  pursuant 

t o  BCW 53.25.110 e t  eeq.; and 

VtlEBEAS, a f t e r  discuesion and coneiderat ion of the a foresa id  ques- 

tioee a t  sa id  hearing, a t  which time the  Port  Commission presented and con- 

s i d e r e d  mapa, plans,  and o ther  data ind ica t ing  the proper t ies  t o  be so ld ,  

a l l  of which maps, p l a n s ,  and o ther  da ta  vere and nw are on f i l e  i n  the  

office of the  Port  CoumiBsion; and 

WEBEAS, the  Port  C d s s i o n  conaidered a t  sa id  hearing the impli- 

c a t i o n  of a l l  local,  s ta te ,  and f e d e r a l  s t a t u t e s ,  rules, and regula t ions  

per ta in ing  to ,  among o the r  things,  the  envi roment ;  and 
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WHERE&, a f t e r  having heard Prom a l l  perrons d e s i r i n g  to  speak 

upon the a fo re ra id  que r t ions  a t  the s a i d  hear ing ,  t h e  Port  Commission 

decided t h a t  i t s  e x i s t i n g  Comprehenoive Scheme of Harbor Improvements and 

I n d u s t r i a l  Developments f o r  t h e  Lover Duvamish I n d u s t r i a l  Development 

Distr ic t  as e s t a b l i s h e d  i n  ea id  Resolution No. 2111 and rubsequently 

amended inc lud ing  by Resolution No. 2681 rhould be f u r t h e r  amended a s  here-  

i a a f t e r  provided;
